Every spring semester, Hobart & William Smith
Emergency Medical Service facilitates an EMT-Basic
course in conjunction with the Finger Lakes Regional
EMS Council and Finger Lakes Community College.

Non-certified students accepted to HWS EMS are
eligible to take our affiliated course free of charge
(textbook fee not covered).

The 120 plus hour course is held within walking distance
from the HWS campus, and is comprised of both lecture-
dense and practical skill-based classes.  Students
enrolled in the course must also complete a rigorous
clinical-rotation with several local ambulance services.
Students who successfully complete the course are
eligible candidates for the New York State EMT-Basic
examination process.
